Reflection

“Speak, for your servant is listening.” With those few words, Samuel humbles himself and
declares his loyalty and obedience to God. There are perhaps for many of us challenges in
those words. Initially, Samuel responds, “Here I am,” but thinks it was Eli who called him.
The idea of being a servant and the willingness to serve are what may be trials for us in terms
of how we live.

Stewardship

Samuel does not recognize the voice of the Lord. That, too, might be a problem for us. First,
we need to be listening. Are we, or are we merely going through the motions? Responding to
God with “Here I am” is a magnificent way to react to God. It is not that God does not know
where we are but saying that can serve as a reminder to us that we are stewards and servants
to Him, and it implies we are prepared to hear what He wants us to do.
